Name: Lim, Josanne
Type of Claim: Community Property Division (Court Order — DRO)

Staff’s Recommendation:

Staff recommends that the Board require correction of the error in presenting
non-member Ms. Lim with the option of selecting a survivor continuance
allowance payment for a non-member spouse. This matter involves
ACERA’s requirement to divide and distribute community property interests
from retirement benefits of a member and non-member ex-spouse. In
presenting information to the non-member ex-spouse at the time of the
election of benefits by the non-member ex-spouse, ACERA presented the
option which provides for a survivor continuance benefit payment after the
death of the non-member ex-spouse. ACERA is now correcting that error.
Correction includes payment to the non-member ex-spouse of a credit
adjustment with applicable interest. Staff recommends that the Board require
staff to make the correction and issue a lump sum one-time payment to Ms.
Lim as an adjustment and termination of the erroneous offer of a survivor
continuance benefit.
